Ôîíä òàêæå èñïîëüçóåò ðàäèîòåëåìåòðèþ äëÿ ïðîñëåæèâíèÿ ïòèö

ïîñëå âûïóñêà.

Ôîíä òàêæå îðãàíèçóåò îáðàçîâàòåëüíûå ïðîãðàììû äëÿ

ïðîñâÿùåíèÿ ìåñòíûõ æèòåëåé è îáó÷åíèÿ èõ ðàöèîíàëüíîìó

ïðèðîäîïîëüçîâàíèþ.  Ôîíä òàêæå îðãàíèçóåò ñåìèíàðû è

ñèìïîçèóìû, ãäå îáñóæäàþòñÿ ïðîáëåìû îõðàíû äðîôû-êðàñîòêè

è âûðàáàòûâàþòüñÿ êîíöåïöèè ãàðìîíèçàöèè

ïðèðîäîïîëüçîâòåëüñêèõ îòíîøåíèé. Âîññòàíîâëåíèå

ìåñòîîáèòàíèé òàêæå ÿâëÿåòñÿ ïðèîðèòåòíûì: Ôîíä îðãàíèçóåò

ðàññåèâàíèåå ñåìÿí ïîåäàåìûõ êðàñîòêîé ðàñòåíèé ñ ïîìîùüþ

ñàìîëåòà.

Ôîíä Îõðàíû äðîôû-êðàñîòêè ðàçðàáîòàë ïëàí ñòðàòåãèè è

äåéñòâèé ïî îõðàíå äðîôû êðàñîòêè. Ïëàí ïåðèîäè÷åñêè

ïåðåñìàòðèâàåòñÿ äëÿ ïîâûøåíèÿ åãî ýôôåêòèâíîñòè. Ôîíä  îòêðûò

äëÿ êîîïåðàöèè ñ ïðàâèòåëüñòâàìè è ìåæäóíàðîäíûìè

îðãàíèçàöèÿìè ðàáîòàþùèìè â ïðåäåëàõ àðåàëà äðîôû-êðàñîòêè.
Houbara bustard is a migratory bird. In Pakistan, it occurs

regularly in Balochistan, Sindh and the Punjab. They are said to arrive in
Pakistan in September to early October and their return journey to the
breeding grounds in Central Asian States starts in March.
 More than four thousand houbara are captured / hunted each
year in Pakistan. Birds are also exported to the Middle East for falconry
practices. During transportation, a large number of birds die due to various
stresses.
 To check over-hunting and trapping and to conserve the species
for their sustainable use, Houbara Foundation International Pakistan
(HFIP)  has established two research centres: Houbara Research and
Rehabilitation Centre in the Cholistan Desert near Rahim Yar Khan City
of the Province of Punjab.

Houbara Research Rehabilitation and Breeding Centre in the
Nag Valley of the Province of Balochistan which is known to be the
breeding ground of the resident population of houbara.

The Research Centre in Punjab aims at rescue of houbara from
poachers, treatment of sick birds, and their rehabilitation in the natural
habitat after certification.
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The Research Centre in Balochistan aims at captive breeding of
houbara and its release in Nag Valley to augment the declining population
of the resident houbara.
 All the birds are ringed for identification before release. These
rings bear a number allotted to each bird and the address of the Foundation.
The Foundation also utilizes telemetry to monitor the birds after release.
 A number of awareness programmes have also been arranged by
the Foundation to educate habitat communities in conservation of nature
resources. Houbara Foundation organizes Workshops and Symposiums
to discuss houbara’s issues and harmonize conservation concepts and
efforts. Habitat restoration is also carried out every year by spreading
seeds of houbara’s favourite food plants in the desert by air.
 Houbara Foundation International Pakistan has also developed
a Strategy and Action Plan for the Conservation of Houbara Bustard,
which is periodically reviewed to ensure its continued effectiveness. The
Foundation seeks cooperation of the government and international
organizations for a better future of houbara throughout the Range
Countries.
